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Importance of Deg Training

Dogs are pack animals. They have
gone from the wild and have been
domesticated, and now their family is
“their” pack. In the animal pack, the
dominant animal will offer a corrective
bite on the nose of a younger dog to
correct unacceptable behavior. That is
why young children are so often bitten '
in the face. The dog feels it is offering
“correction” to the child. That is why
it is important that dogs and young
children be supervised. Let us know
here at Pets Are Inn the social skills of
your pet. Dogs that live with young
children are more tolerant of
unexpected moves than a pet that has
never been around a toddler.

It is important that the dog and his
pack (the family) learn obedience from
the earliest possible age. Parents
should find dog obedience classes that
encourage the entire family to
participate in the training. If the child
can speak clearly, then he or she is old
enough to give commands. The
parents should reinforce this until the
children can do this for themselves.
This will train the dog that it is a
subordinate to even the youngest
within his pack.

Consistency is the key: It is far more

effective to spend

{ members of the
family should
follow the same
rules. For
example, if Dad

# i LR jump on him but
gets upset when the dog jumps on a
child, then the dog is getting mixed
signals and is easily confused as to the
expected behavior.

Do not allow the dog to exercise
dominance over the family. This
includes climbing on furniture (placing
himself higher than his pack), jumping
or otherwise getting on, above,
between or in front of family
members. As a young dog, train it to
roll over on its back for tummy rubs.
When a dog rolls over it is submitting
to that animal or pack member.

The
animals were evaluated and found to
be well fed and cared for, and very
lucky that this young man was there
for them.
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The Humane Society
had another team of
volunteers doing water
rescue, and they scoured
their area on-foot,
calling out “here kitty-
kitty,” whistling, and
following each animal
sound they heard. At one point,
desperate meows greeted their calls
and the team looked up to see three
cats staring anxiously at them from
the roof of a two-story house. Instead
of spending valuable time pulling out
their equipment, the team backed their

vehicle up under the eaves of the
building. The cats had probably
sought safety from the flooding by
climbing on the roof but had been
stranded there for over a week once
the waters receded. When the
volunteers climbed up to the roof of
the truck and reached out for them,
the cats leapt eagerly to safety.

“He looks beautiful,” said James
Mercadal after he was reunited with
his seeing-eye dog following a
separation caused by Hurricane
Katrina. James was forced to evacuate
his home, but was not allowed to take
with him his seeing-eye dog and
constant companion of
five years, Jake. James
was relocated to
Houston and after three
weeks and countless

i volunteer hours Jake
was found in his home
in New Orleans and
reunited with James.
